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but more gloriously (especially this day) when 

Christ our Pasch was sacrificed. For He is the 

true Lamb Who took away the sins of the 

world: Who by dying destroyed our death, 

and by rising again hath restored us to life. 

And therefore with Angels and Archangels, 

with Thrones and Dominations, and with all 

the hosts of the heavenly army, we sing a 

hymn to Thy glory, evermore saying: —

e wonder where the Blessed 
 Mother was that morning when 

Mary Magdalene and the others dis-
covered the empty tomb. There is no 
mention in Scripture of her where-
abouts, and she is not singled out as 
one of the specific individuals to whom 
Christ made an appearance. But while 
the Gospel says nothing, Christian 
tradition has long taken it for granted 
that Christ appeared to His mother 
first. For it is logical that she who had 
shared most in His passion should also 
share in His glory. This opinion has 
been held by the Doctors of the 
Church and by the faithful at large 
from the earliest times.
